Nations (Capitals): Bolivia (La Paz), Chile (Santiago), Paraguay (Asuncién), Argentina (Buenos Aires)

Features: Pacific Ocean, Andes Mountains, Atacoma Desert, Mt. Aconcagua, Strait of Magellan, Gran Chaco, Parana
River, Paraguay River, Uruguay River

The southern Andes Mountains run along the entire length of the Chilean-Argentine border into Bolivia and contain the highest
mountains in the Western Hemisphere, Aconcagua (22,834 ft.) and Tupungato. The westernmost flank of the system extends
into the Pacific Ocean to form innumerable islands off the coast of Chile. The mountains are of commercial significance for their
great mineral wealth, expecially silver and copper as well as strategic ores like tungsten and molybdenum.
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
